   Nearly 100 District 10 

Zontians met in Seguin for the 

Governor’s Summit in October. 

Seven members of the Houston 

Club were present.  Former  Hou-

ston Club members, now with the 

USA2 e-club, Carol Collett and 

Sherry Williams, also attended. 

Keynote speaker Van Bui related 

her journey as a refugee fleeing Vietnam in 1982 to a success-

ful business owner in Seguin, Texas. Also speaking was 

Jacquie Gudmundsen telling us “How to get what you want” 

in negotiations.  Good advice from Jacquie is to offer first 

something that will generate agreement with the negotiating 

parties and then build on that.   

District awards were presented at the meeting luncheon.  

Houston received Membership certificates for “Net One 

Gain” and “Nothing but Net”.  The Houston Newsletter re-

ceived first place in the clubs under 30 members division.   

District 10 is encouraging its clubs to align their local advoca-

cy and service projects to Goal #5 of  the 17 Sustainable De-

velopment Goals adopted by the United Nations in Septem-

ber 2015, and targeted for achievement by 2030.  Goal 5 

reads: “Achieve gender equality and empower all women and 

girls”. 

A new membership category was instituted by Zonta Interna-

tional (ZI)  “Young Professional” for women under 30.   ZI 

dues for this category are $40 annually, District 10 dues re-

main $28, and club dues are at the discretion of the clubs. 

Silent Auction proceeds which support the District 10 schol-

arships, were $1170.   

The ZI Foundation fundraising goal for 2016-2018 to sup-

port international service projects, scholarships and fellow-

ships is $5,376,000; 8% of the total has been raised as of the 

date of the Summit.  District 10 clubs have pledged approxi-

mately $67,000 in 2016 toward this goal. 

For the 2014-2016 biennium, District 10 was 8th in ZI Foun-

dation giving, contributing a total of $204,970.95 from clubs 

and individual giving.  This amount was $33,000 more that 

donated by the District for the 2012-2014 biennium.  In 2014

-2016, 333 individuals, representing 49% of the District’s 

membership, gave a total of over $78,000 to the ZI Founda-

tion.  The District funded four Amelia Earhart Fellowships 

at $10,000 each.  The Foundation fund receiving the most 

District donations was ZISVAW (Zonta International Strat-

egies to end Violence Against Women) followed by the In-

ternational Service fund.   

The Zonta Club of Houston was one of the District 10 clubs 

to have 100% of its membership make a donation to the 

Foundation in 2014-2016.  The other clubs were Austin, 

Brownsville, Dallas, Fredericksburg, Lafayette, Mineral 

Wells, Parker County, Seguin and Shreveport.
